	Procedures:

· Motivation:

	Agenda and objective for today are posted on the board

Motivation:

Brainstorm session on what taxes pay for in the United 

States and how tax is collected. How would the learners feel if taxes on items they really enjoy doubled. Do you pay taxes in your country and is the system fair?  Show DC license plate and ask if anyone ever had paid attention to the phrase on it and what it means.

Presentation and Practice:

Teacher explains the sequence of the lesson

Students read the story individually, highlight the words they don’t know and write them on the board. Students look up the meaning of the words and add the definition.

Class practices pronunciation of the new words through choral repetition. In pairs students explain to each other what the new words mean in the context of the text.

Students make a list of irregular past tense verbs in the story and compare list with a partner. In pairs they add the present tense of the verbs.

Pairs summarize the story in simple sentences to partner. Individuals complete the activity section of the lesson.

Students brainstorm over what “no taxation without representation” means. Teacher solicits answers and writes acceptable explanations on the board.

Teacher shows authentic material on proposals to increase sales and use tax to services, increase sales tax on furniture, and Maryland House Ways and Means Committee Members. What ideas for actions do these handouts give? (ideas are highlighted on the material) Group comes up with more ideas.

What could you do in your home country in the same situation?

Application: 

Students come up with a tax that they find too high and choose from the list on the board how they would like to protest the tax.

Evaluation:

In pairs students explain the events that lead up to the Boston Tea Party to each other. In pairs students explain to each other how they would protest a tax increase of their choice. Students report out on each other’s story to the class.
